Key Attributes:

1. End in a consonant

2. Vowel sound is generally short

Examples:  rabbit, napkin, velvet, sunset, tidbit, plaster, zigzag

Open Syllables:

1. End in a vowel

2. Vowel sound is generally long

Examples:  baby, diver, prefix, human, lady, motor, tiger, pilot
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
